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Enlarged Textural Drawing

Level 2

Helpful Vocabulary:

Texture:  The way something feels or looks as if it might feel.  Texture can be perceived with sight as well as touch.

Rough:  Rough surfaces reflect light unevenly and show irregular patterns of light and shadow.

Directions:

For this realistic drawing project, you will be enlarging a small rough-textured object to fill a 9 X 12” piece of paper.  You will use only the 2B, 4B, and 6B drawing pencils, erasers, and/or blending stumps to create your drawing.

The object you choose must be small enough to be covered by a closed hand and must have a rough texture with many small details.  Your object must be rendered exactly as it appears without modifications.  I have many objects available if you cannot find anything of interest on your own.  

You should examine your object closely, looking for depressions (which would be shadowed areas where you would want to use your 6B pencil) and protrusions (which would reflect light and be lighter in color---you may even use a stick eraser to create highlights).  You must include at least 5 values (white can be one of them).  

To determine how large to draw the parts of your object, you may want to think on an inch scale, since you are probably familiar with that measurement.  Divide your object into 12 equal pieces along its longest axis.  Each of those segments should be enlarged to take up an inch along your paper.  That way, your 12 one-inch segments will fill the paper from end to end.

If you finish early and want to receive working points, you must choose another object to enlarge.
